Entries are invited from Royal Navy and Royal Marines personnel to take part in the Royal Navy Lawn Tennis Association (RNLTA) Navy Championships 2009.  It is requested that this memorandum be given the widest possible coverage within your organisation as all ranks/rates are encouraged to enter these championships, irrespective of ability.  Entries should be forwarded to the Secretary RNLTA no later than Fri 17 Jul 09.

2.
The Championships will take place on grass courts at HMS TEMERAIRE, Portsmouth, between 23 and 26 Jul 09.  In case of inclement weather, the Championships will be held in the Portsmouth Indoor Tennis Centre (PITC) adjacent to the grass courts.  Competitions will be run for Men and Ladies (Singles, Doubles and Mixed Doubles) as well as for Veteran.
3.
The RNLTA will provide balls for matches and practice.  All other equipment is to be provided by individuals.  Light refreshments and drinking water will be made available during the Championships.  Changing facilities are available at the PITC.  Personnel are responsible for arranging their own personal transport, accommodation and main victualling requirements whilst participating in the competition.

Prizes will be awarded to the winners and runners up in each competition.

TOURNAMENT RULES AND ADMINISTRATIVE ARRANGEMENTS
1.
The Tournament Committee consists of The Chairman RNLTA, Vice Chairman RNLTA, Secretary RNLTA and the Tournament Referee.

2.
The rules of the Lawn Tennis Association, as modified by the RNLTA are to observed throughout.

3.
The Tournament is to be played on the grass courts at the Burnaby Road, Portsmouth from Thu 23 – Sun 26 Jul 09.  Play will begin daily at 1000 on all days unless otherwise directed.

4.
The Tournament is to be played on grass, however in the event of inclement weather, or congestion, hard courts or the indoor courts may be used.  Such action may modify the programme and timetable in order to complete the day’s play therefore players are to ensure that they remain abreast of when their next match is scheduled.
5.
The Men’s and Ladies competition are open to all personnel who are still serving on 26 Jul 09.  Veterans events are open to officers, ratings and other ranks, serving or in receipt of retired pay or pension, who attain the age of 45 by 23 Jul 09.  Please note that dates of birth must be shown on the entry form if entering the veterans’ events.  

6.
All personnel serving on 26 Jul 09 are eligible to enter the relevant Men’s and Ladies Doubles competition.  The mixed doubles is open to all competitors, eligible to enter any other event.  In addition, serving members of the RN may enter this event with their spouse regardless of whether their spouse is serving.  In keeping with recent practice, the mixed doubles will have pairings drawn from a ballot in an effort make the competition more competitive and, hopefully, more enjoyable.

7.
Men’s and Ladies’ singles plate events will be open to competitors who are knocked out in the first round.  This event is dependent on the numbers entering and may be removed if insufficient entries are received.  
8.
Entrants for doubles tournaments, with the exception of the mixed doubles events, should arrange to enter as pairs.  However, players wishing to enter for any of the doubles events and not having a partner, should indicate this on the application form and every effort will be made to provide one.
9.
The tiebreak system will operate in all matches when the score reaches 6 all.  An advantage set is to be played in the final set, unless otherwise indicated.
10.
Prizes are awarded to the winners and runners-up of each event.

11.
Appropriate tennis kit is to be worn on court at all times.  The Tournament Referee’s decision on what is appropriate is final.

Veteran’s matches may, in exceptional circumstances, be played earlier by prior arrangement with the Tournament Referee.

14.
The finals of all events will be played on Sun 26 Jul 09, commencing at 1000.  Prizes are to be presented at approx 1600 on Finals Day, followed by light refreshments.
15.
The first days intended order of play will be posted in the Gazebo by 0900 on Thur 23 Jul 09.  Thereafter, order of play will be available by 1700 on the previous day.  This is liable to change frequently during the day and players must expect to be called at short notice.  Players should not leave the grounds permanently without personal clearance from the Tournament Referee that he or she will not be required again that day.  Those competitors entering events to be played on the first day’s play are to register with the Tournament Referee by 0945 that day.  Competitors whose event(s) start on Days 2 or 3 are to register with the Tournament Referee by 0945 on the relevant day, unless another time has been agreed with him in advance.  All players are to provide the Tournament Referee with a contact number daily.
16.
Changing facilities are available in the PITC.

17.
Cars are to be parked in Burnaby Road and adjacent roads and in HMS TEMERAIRE by prior arrangement. 

18.
Accommodation and victualling is to be arranged by individuals with either the Naval Sports Service Accommodation (located in TEMERAIRE) or FSL Accommodation Bookings.  Respective numbers are 02392 861860 or 02392 720121 (or Mil: 9380 20121) - then follow the prompts. 

19.
Guests are encouraged to watch the play, but it is regretted that it will not be possible to provide guests, visitors or non-victualled competitors with lunch in HMS NELSON.  Snacks are available for purchase in the PITC or other local outlets.

20.
Recreational Travel, chargeable to local unit budgets, is authorised.

21.
On completion of the Tournament, the squad of players will be announced for the Royal Navy teams for the Inter Services Championships to be played at AELTC Wimbledon on Mon 3 and Tues 4 Aug 09.  Team trials, coaching and a match against AELTC will take place during the period Fri 31 Jul to Sun 2 Aug 09.  Should you do well in the Navy Championships and are selected as a member of the Inter Services squad, you should be prepared to take part in these trials.

22.
Officials for the tournament are co-ordinated by Cdr A Grattan-Cooper RN and administered by Mr Jimmy Dick, the Tournament Referee.

23.
At 1700 on Fri 24 Jul, it is requested all available RNLTA members muster by the gazebo where a précis of the recent AGM will be given by the Chairman.  It is anticipated that this will last no more than 20 minutes.  

24.
On completion of the day’s play and Chairman’s AGM address a complementary barbeque will be served.  Food and soft drinks will be provided at no cost.
